
Glendenning Golf Code of Conduct
The intention of this policy is to establish clear and acceptable expectations for
the Glendenning Golf members, employees and guests. The intent is to ensure
that all persons are treated with dignity and respect while playing, working or
volunteering at the Glendenning Golf Club course, practice facilities and
clubhouse.
The club deems that upon payment of membership or guest fees, all members
and guests have given their consent to abide by this code of conduct.

Conduct
All members and guests will;
1 – Conduct themselves with personal integrity and in a sportsmanlike manner
2 – Respect the rights of all other members, employees, and guests
3 – Not engage in any form of discrimination or harassment
4 – Refrain from any illegal drug use or excessive use of alcohol
5 – Refrain from bringing any outside alcohol onto the premises
6 – Observe proper etiquette on and off the course and adhere to all Club rules
which include but are not limited to;

- adhering to proper sign in procedures in the Pro Shop
- safe operation of power carts in designated areas only
- not damaging the golf course or its property
- observing all signage on the golf course and property



- use and proper care of the putting greens
7 – Follow and respect the club tee time booking and cancellation policy

Members must understand that;
They have no authority to instruct staff on duties or job performance; Club
Management is responsible for instructing staff in performance of their duties.
Constructive comments regarding the operation of the Club, for the betterment
of the Club, are to be directed to the General Manager.
Members behaviour must always be respectful in dealing with employees,
management, other members, and guests.

Violations
The management of the Club has the authority, to enforce the Code of Conduct
with any members who are in violation. This may include suspension of rights and
privileges of the offending member and/or termination of membership.
